USEFUL TIPS FOR SMALL BUSINESS OWNERS/MANAGERS 
 

Is Venture Capital Good for your business? 

Venture capital may be considered as a possible source of fund-
ing for new or existing businesses that may have promising fu-
tures but may be relatively unproven.  However, such funding is 
often hard to come by.  Be realistic in your quest for venture 
capital!  These firms expect a business to be able to return their 
investment not only with interest, but with a large profit.  Many 
venture capital firms are affiliated with banks, insurance compa-
nies, other financial institutions and large corporations.  Some are 
owned by individuals or private groups of investors and a few are 
publicly held.  Once you accept venture capital, you have relin-
quished some of the autonomy and accepted the understanding 
that the venture capital firm will take a large share of the profits 
you earn and, in many cases, control of your business. 
 
As the entrepreneur, you should understand the nature of a ven-
dor firm before pursuing this as a financing resource.  This type 
of investor expects a projected return on investment that is di-
rectly related to risk.  The greater the risk, the greater the return 
expected.  Typically however, an investment firm will not be in-
terested in getting involved with a new firm until the business has 
established itself in some way so the risk factor can be deter-
mined. 
 
The venture capital firm’s interest usually depends upon the stage 
of a new firm’s development.  Once the new firm has established 
itself and has a working organizational structure, a viable busi-
ness plan and start-up arrangement, the venture capital organiza-
tion may be interested.  However, some firms prefer a later stage 
of business development with a new business.   

 
A company’s business plan serves as the primary analytical tool 
for the venture capitalist. In analyzing the plan, a venture capital 
firm would most likely focus on these three features: 

·     The product or service.  Investors seek product or ser-
vice innovations that give the company a strong com-
petitive advantage.  A new idea, backed by market sur-
veys, (test markets), may be tempting to such investors. 

·     Management capability.  No matter how good the 
product or how innovative the service, the quality and 
experience of the management are a key factor in the 
success of the business.  The astute investor looks for 
solid evidence of such a skill. 

·     The industry’s growth.  Investors also want to be sure 
that the product or service is in a growth field.  A sig-
nificant or revolutionary product improvement, by itself, 
may not have appeal in a declining product or service 
category.
